“There’s continuing popular demand for this kind of a misspelling dictionary,” she says, “one that allows people to look words up as they think they are spelled, and not just as they are. Spelling standards have not improved over the years and there are so many people of all ages in the U.S. who have difficulty spelling – not to mention all those whose first language is not English--that I thought it would be important to bring out an American English version of this Spelling Dictionary. There have also been enormous changes in vocabulary in the past 20 years, including a proliferation of foreign food and culturally related words and technology and Internet words that are now part of every day American English. This Dictionary offers up to date vocabulary and at the same time provides more practical spelling help than all other spelling aids out there today.”

Designed as a handy, portable paperback, Spell It Write Right Dictionary lists words alphabetically like a regular dictionary. In addition, the dictionary includes thousands of common misspellings written in red. The proper spelling, in black, is listed alongside in the next column. Besides extensive misspellings, the dictionary has easy-to follow rules (with keys to those rules on each page) to help the user easily know the correct spellings of verb endings, suffixes and compounds.  All spellings that can be confused with another spelling have a star and a meaning alongside, otherwise the user would not be any the wiser.  For example, hi *[call attention] high *[tall].

“The problem with ordinary dictionaries is that if someone doesn’t know the proper spelling of a word, or is mispronouncing it to begin with, he or she will have great difficulty locating the word,” explains Maxwell. “This book empowers poor spellers to easily find what they are looking for - which is no small task.”  She reveals that when she first made her spelling dictionary available in England, she received an overwhelming response from parents of dyslexic and learning disabled (LD) students. One mother wrote to her, “My 15 year old son asked me why I was keeping this dictionary from him all of these years when he could have used it while he was growing up!”
It’s often embarrassing especially for adults to admit that they have a spelling problem – particularly at work.  Now with Spell it Write Right Dictionary at their desk, this problem can be completely avoided. The problem is exacerbated by the frequent use of electronic spell checkers. Spell checkers are unable to recognize context, and therefore users can think they have taken out all the misspellings in their work, when in fact, they may be left with embarrassing errors.  Spell It Write Right Dictionary, with more than 25,000 headwords, takes context into account every time through the simple but highly effective use of short descriptors alongside all homonyms as well as words that although not the same, are often confused in their spellings. For example, “accept *[take]” and “except *[other than]”. There’s no better way to find your way out of misspellings than to provide a path, using misspelled words. This dictionary does just that.
